n urma raportarii unui caz rar de

encefaliti ecvind occidentala (WEE)

umand de catre Argentina in decembrie
2023, primul 1n peste 20 ani, numarul infectiilor a
crescut la 21 conform Organizatiei Panamericane
a Sanatatii (PAHO).

De asemenea, incepand cu 9 ianuarie, au fost
raportate 338 focare animale in Argentina, si 36
focare in Uruguay.

Pana in prezent, au fost raportate 91 cazuri
suspecte, dintre care 21 au fost confirmate. 11 au
provenit din provincia Buenos Aires, cu boli
raportate si in provinciile Santa Fe (8), Entre Rios
(1) st Santiago del Estero (1). Unul dintre cazuri a
fost fatal. Majoritatea cazurilor au fost la
persoane de peste 50 de ani, iar cele mai
frecvente simptome au fost febra, dureri de cap,
varsaturi si confuzie mentala.

Toti pacientii au fost internati in spital, iar opt
au avut nevoie de tratament in unitatea de terapie
intensiva. Unsprezece raman internati in spital, iar
noua au fost externati.

Din sapte pacienti cu istoric de expunere, trei
erau medici veterinari, doi muncitori in
constructii si doi participaserd la activitati
recreative.

Pasarile sunt principalele gazde ale virusului,
pot transmite boala oamenilor si animalelor prin
tantari infectati.

Persoanele care lucreaza sau se activeaza in
aer liber in zonele in care virusul este endemic
sau provoaca focare la animale prezintd un risc
mai mare de infectie.

Este tot mai evident rolul conceptului One Health in
evitarea transmiterii zoonozelor cu potential fatal.

Equine Encephalitis (WEE) in humans,
the first in over 20 years, the number of infections
has risen to 21 according to the Pan American
Health Organization (PAHO).
Additionally, as of January 9th, 338 animal
outbreaks have been reported in Argentina, with 36

construction workers, and two had participated in
recreational activities.

Birds are the primary hosts of the virus, which
can be transmitted to humans and animals through
infected mosquitoes. Individuals working or
playing outdoors in areas where the virus is
endemic or causing outbreaks in animals are at a
higher risk of infection.

To date, there have been 91 ° L
suspected cases, of which 21 have been confirmed.
Eleven cases originated from the Buenos Aires
province, with reported cases also from the °
provinces of Santa Fe (8), Entre Rios (1), and PY

All patients have been hospitalized, with eight
