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PERU DECLARES DENGUE HEALTH EMERGENCY

eru's Ministry of Health has declared a

P dengue fever emergency in 20 out of the

country's 25 regions, allowing the
government to release more resources to respond to
the threat. Health officials stated that the medical
emergency status will be in effect for 90 days, with
at least $42 million allocated for coordinating the
response, mosquito control, and investigating the
outbreak.

So far, over 31,000 suspected cases have been
reported, with 17,965 of them confirmed as dengue
fever, of which 32 have been fatal.

Cesar Vasquez, the Minister of Health, stated,
"The unusual heat wave and the absence of winter
have created a perfect condition for the spread of
the virus."

Earlier this month, the Pan American Health
Organization (PAHO) declared that dengue activity
in the region was already surpassing record levels
from 2023, with an increase in cases in 11 countries
in the Americas, including Peru.

Vaccine manufacturers are making efforts to
accelerate production to up to 50 million doses of

dengue vaccine per year, with the possibility of
expanding to 100 million doses per year in multi-
dose wvials by 2030. Officials have stated that
multi-dose vial formulation offers logistical
advantages for national vaccination programs.

Brazil, a country heavily affected by the disease,
is the first country to recently present a plan to
offer dengue vaccination through its public health
system.

Collaboration between public health authorities and
vaccine manufacturers is crucial in addressing the
spread of infectious agents facilitated by climate
change.
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
